2 The Tsukuba Concept

The University of Tsukuba aims to establish free exchange and close relationships in both basic and applied
sciences with educational and research organizations and academic communities in Japan and overseas.

While developing these relationships, we intend to pursue education and research to cultivate men and women
with creative intelligence and rich human qualities.

The University of Tsukuba endeavors to contribute to the progress of science and culture. Formerly, Japanese
universities tended to remain cloistered in their own narrow, specialized fields, creating polarization, stagnation in
education and research, and alienation from their communities.

The University of Tsukuba has decided to function as a university which is open to all within and outside of
Japan. Toward this end, the university has made it its goal to develop an organization better suiting the functions and
administration with a new concept of education and research that is highly international in character, rich in diversity
and flexibility and capable of dealing sensitively with the changes occurring in the contemporary society. To realize
this, it has vested in its staff and administrative authorities the powers necessary to carry out these responsibilities.

3 Location

The university campus is located in the center of Tsukuba Science City, 60 kilometers northeast of Tokyo. The
Tsukuba Express Line (TX) links Akihabara and Tsukuba Stations in only 45 minutes, and 70 minutes by highway
bus from Tokyo Station. It is 30 minutes by bus from Tsuchiura, Arakawaoki or Hitachino-Ushiku JR stations to the
campus.

Mount Tsukuba lies to the north and Lake Kasumigaura to the southeast. The university is blessed with beautiful
natural and cultural surroundings.

Outside the Tsukuba Campus, there are many off-campus facilities for training and research such as the Shimoda
Marine Research Center, the Sugadaira Montane Research Center, the Yatsugatake Forest and Ikawa Forest, the
Tateyama Training Center, the Yamanaka Training Center and the Toda Boat House.

There are also 11 laboratory schools attached to the university and administered by the Education Bureau of the
Laboratory Schools, and the Tokyo Satellite Campus, providing lecture halls and classrooms for the evening courses
of the Graduate School of Library, Information and Media Studies.

4 University of Tsukuba & Tsukuba Science City

The University of Tsukuba is the core of Tsukuba Science City.

The facilities of Tsukuba Science City are roughly divided into education, construction, science and engineering,
biology, and common facilities.

With the opening of the “Tsukuba Express” (direct train service from Tokyo's Akihabara area to Tsukuba) in
August 2005, we can expect significant changes in the character of Tsukuba Science City.

Applicants must submit test scores of the above-mentioned examination administered by JASSO at the time of
applying to sit for the Entrance Examination for International Students at the University of Tsukuba. You may use

the results either from the June or November examination.
TOEFL scores are also a selection criterion for entrance to the University of Tsukuba. Therefore, you must
present a copy of your TOEFL scores as well (students seeking admission to the Biological Sciences and

Agrobiological Sciences courses may present their TOEIC scores).

- Selection Methods

The candidates to be approved are decided on a written examination or practical examination (for the School of
Health and Physical Education and the School of Arts), EJU scores and the submitted documents.
The School of Medicine and Medical Sciences sets two stage selections. The successful candidates of the first

stage selection can go for second stage.

(a) First Selection (see reference materials)
Upon examination of the EJU scores and of the submitted documents, the University decides the candidates

approved in the first selection.
(b) Second Selection

The candidates to be finally approved are decided based on a written examination, an interview, and the result

of the first selection.

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(2) Graduate Courses

The University of Tsukuba offers master's programs, doctoral programs and professional degree programs. The
master's programs aim at producing professionals with academic and technical expertise and at offering reeducation
opportunities for the general public. The doctoral programs aim at producing researchers and highly specialized
research professionals in various specialized fields, and at providing education based on a wide range of specialized
knowledge. The professional degree programs emphasize practical training and education and aim at producing
human resources with highly specialized professional abilities.

The doctoral programs are divided into the following two structures: depending on the graduate school, some
graduate programs are 5-year programs (note: four years in case of medical sciences programs), some other
programs are divided into first 2-year doctoral programs (Master's Program) and second 3-year doctoral programs
(Doctoral Program).

(Cooperative Graduate School System)

The Cooperative Graduate School System is an educational system which allows students have access to facilities
and resources in leading edge research institute to conduct their research by employing the researchers from these
research institutes as visiting and associate professors in University of Tsukuba.

In each industrialized nation, it is regarded as a top-priority issue to foster leading researchers who play central
roles in professional knowledge-building.

Due to the rapid progress and further sophistication of science and technology, research fields have become more
departmentalized and specialized. New interdisciplinary fields have emerged that defy the boundaries of traditional
academic fields, leading to the need for integrated research.

The vast amount of knowledge needed to take interdisciplinary research from basic principles to the application
stage has made it necessary for researchers from different fields to cooperate with each other. In order to fulfill that
need, there is an increased demand for new, integrated, and interdisciplinary methods of educating researchers.

The Cooperative Graduate School System was created to respond to these academic and social needs. We have
worked toward forging links with the large number of national, independent, and private experimental research
institutes in and outside Tsukuba Science City. We employ researchers from these institutes as visiting professors
and associate professors, thereby giving our students the opportunity to have their work supervised by researchers
from leading-edge facilities. (The first system of the Cooperative Graduate School System)

In 2004 we launched the second Cooperative Graduate School System. We established programs made up of
researchers from various institutes, which allows us to provide graduate education that makes good use of the state-
of-the-art facilities at the research institutes.

e Faculty: Researchers from national, independent and private research institutes are active and provide research
guidance both at their research institutes as well as at our university.

e Vice academic advisors: We established a system of vice academic advisors or collaborating professors (members
of our university) to collaborate with the researchers in charge of academic advice, to support the students’
academic activities.

e Students: While enrolled in our university's graduate program, students benefit from top-level research guidance
and state-of-the-art facilities at the academic advisor's research institute.

However, the courses required for the graduation are held in a classroom at University as a general principle.
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(A) Entrance Examinations

(D In order to be admitted into a master's/doctoral program as degree students, applicants must sit for and pass the
entrance examination at the University of Tsukuba. The examination dates vary from department to department.
For the schedule of examinations, etc., see the following section “(B) Entrance Examination Schedule.”

(2) Entrance examinations are held in Japanese; therefore, sufficient Japanese proficiency is required.

(3 Entrance examinations will test not only the academic ability in the applicant's field, but also the proficiency
in Japanese or a language other than the applicant's native language (mainly English). An advanced level of a
foreign language proficiency (such as English) is required.

(4) Some graduate programs or main fields are five-year programs (four years in case of Medicine); they are
not divided into an first two-year part (corresponding to a master's course) and a second three-year part
(corresponding to a doctoral course). These graduate programs are: the Graduate School of Humanities and
Social Sciences (main fields of Philosophy, History and Anthropology, Literature and Linguistics), the Graduate
School of Life and Environmental Sciences (Doctoral Program in Integrative Environment and Biomass
Sciences). Consequently, admission is not possible at these programs after having completed one of the general
master's programs.

(5) Entrance examinations are generally taken by students who have attended Japanese language courses, research
students who have completed their terms, students who lives abroad. To apply directly from abroad, students
must:

(a) Have a contact person in Japan who can be contacted by the university.

(b) Make arrangements with the Japanese Embassy or Japanese Consulate in their home country to obtain
a 15-day or 90-day “Temporary Visitor” visa before coming to Japan, in order to sit for the entrance
examination. (Please consult with the Japanese Embassy or Consulate in your country in order to find out the
details about how to obtain the visa.)

(B) Entrance Examination Schedule
Please be sure to check this information with the Entrance Examination Application Form.
Notes: The mark ¥ in the table refers to Tokyo Campus.
Depending on the number of students admitted, the graduate programs may hold a second admission
recruitment for entrance into the third year of doctoral programs, or for master's and doctoral programs
entrance. In this case, recruitment details etc. are decided around the end of November, every year, and the
Entrance Examinatron is held on January 29, 2015 - February 3, 2015.
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(C) Qualification for Application

The general qualifications required for admission into the graduate programs of our university are as follows.
For applicants falling under the conditions marked with ¢ there will be an examination in order to verify the
qualification prior to the general submission of applications. In the case of applications that fall under conditions
marked with O , such an examination may be required.

For further information concerning the details of the admission examination, please contact the Department of
Educational Promotion, Division of Educational Promotion (for night courses, please contact the Academic Service
Office for Business Sciences).

Please note that in case of admission through recommendation, special selection of working students,
night courses, or professional degree courses, there may be qualification restrictions or specific
requirements. Therefore, please be sure to carefully check the recruitment information.

(Master's Programs, Five-Year Doctoral Programs, Professional Degree Programs)

(5) Persons who have graduated from a foreign country's university located in Japan (after a 16-year education
period at the time of graduation) which is recognized by the Japanese Minister of Education as a foreign
country's educational facility.

(6) Persons who graduated from designated specialized fields of vocational schools after the date decided
by the Minister of Education (schools which require 4 or more years of study for completion, and which
simultaneously fulfill the other conditions established by the Minister of Education), according to the
Enforcement Regulation of the School Education Law, Article 155, Paragraph 1 , Item 5.

(7) Persons recognized by the Japanese Minister of Education as having an ability equivalent or superior to a
university graduate in what concerns the admission to a graduate program, according to the Enforcement
Regulation of the School Education Law, Article 155, Paragraph 1 , Item 6 (Ministry of Education's
Ordinance No.11 of 1947).

% (8) Persons who have been recognized by the graduate schools of the University of Tsukuba in their individual
qualification screening process as having an ability equivalent or superior to a university graduate and who
are 22 years old or will be 22 years old by the end of the academic year in course.

Applicants should also be recognized by the graduate
schools of the University of Tsukuba as having an outstanding academic record.

% (11) Persons who have entered a graduate program and who are recognized by the graduate schools of the
University of Tsukuba as having an appropriate academic ability in order to follow the graduate courses, as
stipulated by Article 155, Paragraph 1, Item 7 of the Enforcement Regulation of the School Education Law.
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(Doctoral Programs related to Medicine])

The Graduate School of Comprehensive Human Sciences (main fields of Life System Medical Sciences, Clinical

Sciences).

(1) Persons who have graduated from a university (specifically, in the fields of Medicine, Dentistry or the 6-year
course of Veterinary Medicine or Pharmacy), or are scheduled to graduate by the end of the academic year in
course.

O (5) Persons recognized by the Japanese Minister of Education as having an ability equivalent or superior to a
university graduate in what concerns the admission to a graduate program in the field of medicine, according
to the Enforcement Regulation of the School Education Law, Article 155, 1, Item 6.

% (6) Persons who have been recognized by the graduate schools of the University of Tsukuba in their individual
qualification screening process as having an ability equivalent or superior to a university graduate and who
are 24 years old or will be 24 years old by the end of the academic year in course.

(2) Persons who have completed a Professional Degree Program and have been granted the special Degree
recognized by the Minister of Education (the “Professional Degree”), or who are scheduled to complete the
program and obtain the degree by the end of the academic year in course, according to Article 104, Paragraph

graduate program abroad offering correspondence courses.

(5) Persons who have completed the courses of a foreign country's graduate school located in Japan, recognized
by the Japanese Minister of Education as a foreign country's educational facility, and who have been granted
(or are scheduled to obtain by the end of the academic year in course) a degree corresponding to a Master's
Degree or a Professional Degree.
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(6) Persons who, according to the Ordinance for Enforcement of the School Education Acr, Arficle 156 item
4, have completed the course at the United Nuhons University and have received a degree equivalent to a
master's degree or are prospective candidates for receiving the degree in the same year.

(7) Persons who have taken the examination and passed through the screening process, according to the Graduate
School Standards of Establishment, Article 16 Paragraph 2, at a foreign country's university defined in the
Enforcement Regulation of the School Education Law, Article 156 Paragraph 5, and recognized as having an
ability equivalent or superior to a Master Degree recipient or are scheduled to obtain a degree.

%% (8) Persons recognized by the Japanese Minister of Education as having an ability equivalent or superior to a
Master's Degree or Professional Degree recipient in what concerns the admission to a graduate program,
according to the Enforcement Regulation of the School Education Law, Article 156 Paragraph 5.

2 Research Students (Kenkyusei)

The information in this section applies to the application procedures for self-supporting research students. Please
note that application procedures for Japanese Government (MONBUKAGAKUSHO: MEXT) Scholarship Research
Students and self-supporting research students are different. For more information, please contact the nearest
Japanese embassy or consulate in your country.

(1) Research Student Program

This program is for international students who seek to conduct their research under the guidance of academic
advisors. Research students cannot earn credits or receive degrees. They need prior approval from the instructor
of the courses they wish to audit. As the university does not offer courses in the Japanese language, international
students must learn the necessary Japanese prior to admission. Admitted research students are required to have a
well-prepared research and financial plan. In other words, research students should not have to rely on parttime work
to survive.

(2) Application

(A) The selection is made by an examination committee upon careful consideration of the submitted documents.
The applicant is not required to come to Japan for the selection.

(B) Together with the application forms, applicants must submit a “Communication Status with Prospective
Academic Advisor Form” completed by the faculty member of this university. Applicants are required to
contact the faculty member concerning their study plans and Japanese language proficiency. Moreover, prior
to application, applicants must obtain the informal consent of the academic advisor under whom they wish to
study during their research period at our university.

(3) Contacting the Academic Advisor

Students are advised to send to their prospective academic advisors in advance a letter including their curriculum
vitae and other pertinent documents.

Normally, students are required to send the following:

Record of Academic History (from elementary school to university/graduate school)

Employment record

Statement of how the student found out about the academic advisor

Statement of why the student would like the prospective professor as an academic advisor

Study plan

Statement of Intent regarding an application to graduate school in the future

Certification of financial resources during the student's stay in Japan

Copies of graduation certificates and academic records

A copy of a letter of recommendation from an academic advisor from the student's home university

An acceptable certificate of ability in Japanese or English language (Test scores of Japanese Language
Examination, TOEFL, TOEIC, etc.).

Several exchanges between the student and an academic advisor are usually necessary before acceptance by the
academic advisor. Therefore, students are strongly advised to make their first contact with their desired academic
advisor a few months before the application deadline.

Undergraduate credited auditors who have been admitted to the university can take the undergraduate level
courses.

(A) This program is open to international students who are enrolled in other universities and who wish to take
courses at the University of Tsukuba.

(B) Applicants must arrange a formal letter of request for admission sent directly from the president of their home
institution to the president of this university at least three months prior to the new semester. Final approval will
be obtained through permission from the related colleges/graduate courses of this university.

(C) As arule, all courses are conducted in Japanese. There are, however, a limited number of courses in English
which target undergraduate students, specifically those on the “Junior Year at Tsukuba Program (JTP)”.

(D) Applicants are required to make advance contact with academic advisors of this university in their major fields
of study. Acceptance will be difficult without an academic advisor.

2 Medical Treatment Fees (National Health Insurance)

All international students with “College Student” visa status are required to enroll in the National Health
Insurance program. The medical expenses incurred by the students are reduced to 30% by joining the National
Health Insurance program. Although this insurance carries a nominal premium, approximately 19,800 yen a year,
it brings the students advantages especially in the case of serious illnesses or injuries that require hospitalization.
Family members enrolled in the program also receive a substantial discount.

Note: Under the “Large Medical Expenses System” (Kougaku iryo fiitan seido), if your medical expenses exceed a
set amount in one month, you may be eligible for a refund.

3 Other Information

(1) Scholarships
(A) Japanese Government (MONBUKAGAKUSHO: MEXT) Scholarships
MEXT (Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) offers a number of scholarships
to overseas students who wish to study in Japan. Applications for the scholarships are made either through
Japanese embassies or consulates-general overseas (embassy recommendations) or through a university in
Japan (university recommendations).
(D Embassy Recommendations
Screening is carried out by Japanese embassies or consulates overseas in cooperation with the local central
government. The initial screening is comprised of an examination of application materials, a written test,
and an interview. Local Japanese embassies conduct their screening on the basis of these test results and
then make their recommendations to MEXT. MEXT deliberates with the host universities and then makes
its final selection. For more details about the application procedures and forms, please make inquiries at the
Japanese embassy or consulate in your country or region.
(2) University Recommendations
Applicants for the Japanese Goverument (MEXT) Scholarships through university recommendation must be
students who will study at a Japanese university based on a student exchange agreement or the like. Japanese
universities make the initial screening and recommend the selected students to MEXT. MEXT will then
make the final decision. The number of awardees is quite limited. Those who wish to apply should consult
with our university beforehand, because there are a number of conditions they have to meet.

(B) Scholarships by Private Foundations, etc.
Scholarships by private foundations, etc., are divided into two types as per the method of application. The first
type requires application through the university, and the second type allows direct application to the scholarship
foundations. Most of the scholarships are meant for degree students, and there are only few scholarships
available for non-degree research students. All applicants will not necessarily be granted a scholarship, therefore
students are advised to plan ahead for their budgeted study in Japan. Please note that students are not able to
apply for these scholarships through the university prior to enrollment in the university.

(2) Estimated Living Expenses
In addition to entrance fees, tuition, and monthly dormitory fees, average living expenses including food, clothing
and study materials are approximately ¥ 80,000 per month.

(3) Part-time Work

Students having a “College Student” visa status must pursue their studies at universities in Japan. Once admitted
as students of a university, international students are urged not to work off-campus.

By law, an international student may find part-time employment which does not exceed 28 hours per week only if
the Immigration Office has granted prior approval through an “Application For Permission To Engage In Activities
Other Than That Permitted Under The Status Of Residence Previously Granted” (shikaku-gai-katsudo-kyoka). To
engage in part-time employment without prior approval from the Immigration Office may result in deportation from
Japan.

(4) Climate and Clothing

The weather in the Tsukuba area during summer is moist and hot. In winter, the weather is dry and rather cold
due to the strong north wind called “Tsukuba Oroshi.” When packing their clothing, future students should prepare
themselves for all types of weather.
